Mister President and Fellow Councilors,

The Committee on Local Section Activities (LSAC) would like to recognize the local sections celebrating a significant anniversary in 2014. Will the Councilors from the following sections please stand to be recognized for their anniversary as noted on the slide: 50th--South Plains; 75th--Baton Rouge, Green Mountain, Illinois Heartland, Memphis, Penn-York, Sioux Valley, and Texas A&M; and, for their 100th—the Maryland local section. Please join me in congratulating these local sections. 

LSAC would like to thank the 154 out of 186 local sections that have completed their 2013 Annual Reports. In addition, through FORMS, local sections have submitted a total of 1,397 events that were completed in 2013, as well as 194 ChemLuminary nominations.  LSAC is beginning to review the Annual Reports and will have all reviews completed by June 1st.
LSAC awarded 19 Innovative Project Grants for a total of $40,475.  LSAC developed a mini-grant for local sections who attended the 2014 Leadership Institute to partner with neighboring sections to host an activity that would bring value to all members in a specific geographic region. To date, LSAC has awarded five grants in the amount of $300 each in support of this initiative. Sections may apply for this grant until May 31st. LSAC heard a report from the American Association of Chemistry Teachers (AACT) group and is developing a funding opportunity that will encourage local sections to host activities and events that will promote AACT and other chemistry- related K-12 educational resources. 
LSAC will initiate the process to dissolve the Ocean County local section as a result of the group’s failure to meet the criteria to remain an active section. The committee has been in contact with members of the section regarding this action and LSAC will contact all neighboring sections to determine if there is any interest in annexing this territory.

LSAC approved the petition for the North Jersey Local Section to include the area of the former Monmouth County Local Section in their territory, effective immediately, and CPC concurs and I so move.
