Report to Council 

Committee on Committees

Madam President and Members of Council:

The Committee on Committees (ConC) will conduct its annual New Chairs Training Session in Dallas, Texas, January 24-26, 2014, as part of the ACS Leadership Institute. 

ConC is developing its recommendations for 2014 committee chairs, members, associates, and consultant appointments for consideration by the President-Elect and the Chair of the Board of Directors.  Also, Nominations and Elections is seeking names of potential members for service on ConC, especially those who have not previously served.  A form for this purpose is found on page 41 of the Council Agenda.
The ACS Bylaws require that ConC review each Joint Board-Council and Other Committees of the Council no less often than every five years and advise the Board of Directors and Council whether they should be continued.  In fulfilling the Bylaw mandate, performance reviews for the committees on International Activities and Nomenclature, Terminology and Symbols have been completed and are on the Council agenda for action. These reviews do not appear in the agenda book. 
On behalf of ConC and subject to concurrence by the Board of Directors, I move that the Committee on International Activities and the Committee on Nomenclature, Terminology and Symbols be continued.

Performance reviews for the committees on Chemical Safety, Chemistry and Public Affairs, Minority Affairs, and Technician Affairs have been completed, and ConC expects to take action on them at a national meeting next year. 
As noted in ConC’s written report, ConC voted in New Orleans to recommend to Council that it approve the amendment to the charter of the Joint Board-Council Committee on International Activities (IAC).  The changes resulted from the Committee’s summit in New Orleans and an earlier IAC report on reforming its mission, goals and structure to explore opportunities to refine its alignment with the ACS Strategic Plan and the international interests of the ACS Board of Directors. The request is on page 66 of the Council agenda.
ConC concurs with this request, pending approval of the Board of Directors.  CPC concurs, and, Madam President, I so move.

ConC also received a request from Nomenclature Terminology and Symbols, to revise and update its duties. The changes resulted from a strategic analysis of recent developments in matters relating to the chemical usage in nomenclature, terminology, symbols, and units.  The revised duties will improve the Society’s ability to monitor, review and communicate these developments through its activities and publications, and to provide a means for the Society to liaise with other national and international groups similarly involved.  The request for this revision is found on page 67 of the Council agenda.  

ConC supports this request. CPC concurs, and Madam President, I so move.
