The Committee on Local Section Activities (LSAC) would like to recognize the local sections celebrating a significant anniversary in 2016. LSAC would like to thank the 148 out of 185 local sections that have completed their 2015 Annual Reports. In addition, through FORMS, local sections have submitted a total of 1,511 events that were completed in 2015, as well as 159 ChemLuminary nominations.  LSAC is beginning to review the Annual Reports and will have all reviews completed by June 1st. 
LSAC awarded 19 Innovative Project Grants for a total of $39,930.  LSAC is continuing to offer grants for local sections to host a Leadership Development System course or Strategic Planning Retreat in the fall of 2016 or spring 2017.
