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Madame President and fellow Councilors,  

The Membership Affairs Committee (MAC) continues to focus on new efforts to recruit and retain members.  As of July 31, the ACS membership was 156,561, which is 2,055 less than on the same date in 2014.  The number of new members who have joined this year is 14,457, which is 147 less than this time last year.  The Society’s overall retention rate is 84%.  
We are pleased to report that the number of international members has increased to 25,989.  That number is 1,014 higher than in July of 2014.  The international retention rate is 85%.  
MAC’s efforts to recruit and retain members include the offering of a membership dues auto renewal option.  Since its launch in July of 2014, nearly 5,000 members have chosen the option, and, of these, 520 were new members.

Two of the early market data collection tests are due to expire in 2016.  MAC intends to submit a petition for consideration in San Diego to permanently extend the Unemployed Member Dues Waiver Benefit period from two years to three years.  The committee also favors the continuation of commission payments to ACS International Chemical Sciences Chapters for the recruitment of new members.
The committee recommended approval of the petition and procedure on preferential voting and the procedure and petition on Expulsion of a Member. 
Madam President, the attention of Council is invited to the blue sheets, pages 93 and 94. The document, Procedures for Expulsion of a Member, has been prepared by MAC at the request of petitioners of the Petition on Member Expulsion. The intent of the procedures is to detail the provisions in Bylaw I, Section 5 of the ACS Governing Documents, regarding member expulsion.
